ALL  SAINTS  PARISH  LIBRARY

The library is situated in the right back corner of the church, occupying a set of bookshelves and display shelves on the back wall.  There are about 400 books available for borrowing by parishioners and their children. They are maintained by a small committee. New titles are provided by an annual grant from Vestry, and donations. The guiding principle is to provide an educational resource that enables parishioners, in St Paul’s words, to “give a reason for the faith that is in us.”  
Our aims for the library are:

1. to maintain an attractive and well-organised display of books for loan;

2. to provide a balanced range of books and videos relevant to NZ Christians today;

3. to keep the congregation informed about library resources.  This is done by notes in the weekly newsletter.
The range of books is wide. All books have been classified into 15 categories for quick reference, such as Bible Study, the Church, Healing, Prayer and Spirituality, Stories of Faith, Theology, Youth – and even including a good shelf of Fiction.
